Slide 1—Title Card:  must include the name of your invention, the name of the inventor, the name of the presentation creator (you), and appropriate graphics representing the invention.

Slide 2—Who invented it?  You must include a title, information about the inventor(s) and an appropriate graphic.

Slide 3—When and where was it invented?  You must include a title, information about when and where it was invented and an appropriate graphic.

Slide 4—How was it invented?  Include a title, a description of the process that the inventor went through to develop this invention, and a diagram of the invention.

Slide 5—What problem did it solve?  Include a title, a summary of the problem that the invention solved and an appropriate graphic.

Slide 6—How did this invention change the world?  Include a title, a summary of the ways that the invention has had an impact on the world, and an appropriate graphic.
Slides 7-9—Student made questions.  Follow same format with title, text and graphic.
