Making Your Own Golden Ruler

Students can use their imagination to create their own “Golden Rule” ruler.  To draw the lines for the inches for the ruler and to make the cool shadows and color go to Auto Shapes.  This can usually be found at the bottom of your screen or under insert or tools on the top bar. It will take a few minutes for the students to investigate all the settings, but it will be well worth the extra time, and not to mention it will be a lot of fun. After students have completed their ruler, they can print the ruler out on colored paper and frame the ruler with gold glitter or gold foil wrap paper.  If students use gold glitter, they can carefully squeeze a thin line of glue around the edge of their printed-paper so it resembles a picture frame.  Then the students can sprinkle gold glitter on top of the glue.  After a few moments, each student can gently shake the picture over a trash can to remove any excess glitter.  Allow the glue to dry, before displaying them.
