Biome Diorama Project

WHO:  Fifth grade science students

WHAT:  Diorama depicting one of Earth’s six major kinds of biomes (large ecosystems)

WHEN:

HOW:  Build a scene on the inside of a shoebox showing a specific biome.  Be sure to include plants, animals, and other things you might see in that biome.  You may look for information in your textbook, encyclopedias, other reference books, or an internet search.  You may wish to use supplies such as paints, construction paper, glue, crayons or markers, tape, scissors, pictures from magazines, or small replicas of items that will fit in the shoebox.  When you have finished, write a description of your diorama on a large index card or half-sheet of typing paper and attach it to your box.  


*The diorama should be prepared in the box so it is standing on its side with the open top facing the person viewing the project.  You will not need the lid to the box
