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Implications for Instruction of Language Standards
· Begin with assessment. Use on-demand writings and writing pieces from most recent standardized tests.

· Research strongly suggests that the most beneficial way of helping students improve their command of grammar in writing is to use student’s writing as the basis for discussing grammatical concepts.(Calkins, 1980)

· Researchers agree that it is more effective to teach punctuation, sentence variety, and usage in the context of writing than in isolation. (Calkins, 1980)

· Have writing conferences, these may lead to mini-lessons.

· Have partnerships to read writing aloud and have conversations about revisions to be made.

· Form peer response groups- each peer has a proofreading task to focus on.

· Have students look for examples of writing conventions in their reading.

· Teach the “why” behind grammar rules so students can see the relevance of clear communication in their own lives.

· Use mentor texts to help students understand different elements of language. 
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
